| Pravidla posterové soutéze VS studentdl

1. Zakladni ustanoveni

Studentskéd posterova soutéZ je soucasti odborného programu Jadernych dnd a souvisejici
mezinarodni konference poradané ZapadocCeskou univerzitou v Plzni. Jejim cilem je umoznit
studentlm prezentovat vysledky odborné prace, vyzkumu nebo technického zajmu z oblasti jaderné
energetiky a pfibuznych oborl a podpofit jejich zapojeni do odborné komunity.

2. Udast v soutézi

SoutéZze se mohou Ucastnit studenti vSech stupnd vysokoskolského studia a rovnéz absolventi,
jejichz zavérecna prace byla obhajena nejvySe jeden rok pfed konanim daného ro¢niku konference
Jadernych dnU. Pro zafazeni posteru do soutéze je nutné vyplnit registracni formulaf a zaslat poster
v elektronické podobé ve formatu PDF v pfedepsaném grafickém formatu B1 (1000 x 707 mm) a v
anglickém jazyce. Terminy a kontaktni Udaje jsou zvefejiiovany v aktualnich informacich k danému
ro¢niku Jadernych dnd. Postery jsou rozdéleny do kategorii odpovidajicich stupni studia autora nebo
stupni obhajené zavérecné prace (bakalarska, magisterska, doktorska kategorie).

3. Charakter soutéznich postert

Do soutéze jsou pfijimany postery, které odpovidaji urovni odborné prace, zejména prezentuji
vysledky vyzkumu, technické analyzy, experimentalni nebo numerické studie, navrhova feseni,
modelovani, bezpec€nostni ¢i ekonomické hodnoceni nebo jiné odborné relevantni vystupy.
Tematicky musi byt poster zaméfen na jadernou energetiku nebo oblasti uplatnitelné v jaderné
energetice. Postery zamérené primarné na jiné oblasti vyuziti jadernych technologii (napft. nuklearni
medicinu) nejsou do soutézZe pfijimany. Organiza¢ni tym Jadernych dn( si vyhrazuje pravo vyfadit
postery, které nespliuji obsahova nebo formalni kritéria; takové postery nebudou zafazeny do
hodnoceni.

4. Zarazeni posterll do soutéZnich kategorii

Poster mizZe vychazet z obhajené zavérecné prace autora, pfiCemz tato prace musi byt obhajena
nejpozdéji jeden rok pfed konanim daného ro¢niku konference Jadernych dn(. V takovém pfipadé je
poster zafazen do kategorie odpovidajici stupni této prace. Poster mlZe rovnéz prezentovat libovolny
aktualni studentsky projekt nebo odborné téma, pfiCemz zarazeni do kategorie se fidi aktualnim
stupném studia autora.

5. Hodnoceni posteri

Postery hodnoti odborna komise sloZzena ze zastupcl akademické sféry a pramyslu. Hodnoceni je
nevefejné a komise nezvefejnuje pribéh hodnoceni, pouZita kritéria ani poradi hodnocenych
posterl s vyjimkou vitéznych umisténi. Rozhodnuti komise je koneéné.

6. Ocenéni

V kazdé kategorii jsou vyhlaseny tfi nejlepSi postery, jejichz autofi obdrzi finanéni odmeénu
odpovidajici umisténi. Finanéni odmeény jsou vyplaceny po skonceni akce na zakladé uzavieni
darovaci smlouvy mezi organizdtorem a ocenénym autorem. Na ziskani ocenéni nevznika pravni
narok. Autofi vitéznych posterll budou pozadani o poskytnuti kratkého prezentac¢niho videa pro Ucely
slavnostniho vyhlaseni vysledkd.

7. Publikace posteri
Vsechny pfijaté postery jsou publikovany v elektronickém sborniku posterové soutéze Jadernych dn
s pridélenym ISBN. Odeslanim posteru do soutéze autor souhlasi s jeho zvefejnénim pro tyto ucely.

8. Zavérecéna ustanoveni
Organizator Jadernych dn( si vyhrazuje pravo upravit pravidla soutéze, zménit jeji priibéh nebo
soutéz zrusit. Aktualni informace jsou vZdy zvefejiiovany na webu daného roéniku Jadernych dnd.
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| Rules of the Student Poster Competition

1. General Provisions

The student poster competition is part of the professional programme of the Nuclear Days and the
related international conference organized by the University of West Bohemia in Pilsen. Its aim is to
enable students to present the results of their professional work, research, or technical interests in
the field of nuclear energy and related disciplines, and to support their involvement in the
professional community.

2. Participation in the Competition

The competition is open to students of all levels of higher education, as well as graduates whose
final thesis was defended no more than one year prior to the given edition of the Nuclear Days
conference. To enter the competition, it is necessary to complete the registration form and submit
the poster in electronic form as a PDFfile in the prescribed B1 format (1000 x 707 mm) and in English.
Deadlines and contact details are published in the current information for the respective edition of
Nuclear Days. Posters are divided into categories corresponding to the author’s level of study or the
level of the defended thesis (Bachelor’s, Master’s, Doctoral categories).

3. Nature of the Submitted Posters

Posters accepted into the competition must correspond to the level of professional work and, in
particular, present results of research, technical analyses, experimental or numerical studies,
design solutions, modelling, safety or economic assessments, or other professionally relevant
outputs. The topic of the poster must be focused on nuclear energy or fields applicable to nuclear
energy. Posters primarily focused on other applications of nuclear technologies (e.g., nuclear
medicine) are not accepted. The Nuclear Days organizing team reserves the right to exclude posters
that do not meet the content or formal requirements; such posters will not be included in the
evaluation.

4. Assignment of Posters to Competition Categories

A poster may be based on the author’s defended final thesis, provided that the thesis was defended
no later than one year before the given edition of the Nuclear Days conference. In such a case, the
posteris assigned to the category corresponding to the level of that thesis. A poster may also present
any current student project or professional topic; in this case, the category is determined by the
author’s current level of study.

5. Evaluation of Posters

Posters are evaluated by an expert committee composed of representatives from academia and
industry. The evaluation process is not public, and the committee does not disclose the course of
evaluation, applied criteria, or the ranking of posters, except for the winning positions. The
committee’s decision is final.

6. Awards

In each category, the three best posters are awarded, and their authors receive a financial prize
corresponding to their placement. Financial awards are paid after the event based on the conclusion
of adonation agreement between the organizer and the awarded author. There is no legal entitlement
to receive an award. Authors of the winning posters will be asked to provide a short presentation
video for the purpose of the official announcement of results.

7. Publication of Posters

All accepted posters are published in the electronic proceedings of the Nuclear Days poster
competition with an assigned ISBN. By submitting a poster, the author agrees to its publication for
these purposes.

8. Final Provisions

The organizer of Nuclear Days reserves the right to modify the competition rules, change its course,
or cancel the competition. Current information is always published on the website of the respective
edition of Nuclear Days.
